· Prior to charging an EV at home, have a qualified electrician check your home to ensure it can handle charging and install a new circuit just for your EV’s charging device.

· Charging equipment should be installed in a safe location. Keep away from busy areas and things that could catch fire.

· Extension cords or damaged charger cords should not be used to charge electric vehicles.

· Only use charging devices that are listed by a qualified testing laboratory. 
Did you know?

Electric Vehicle fires burn longer and hotter with risks of reignition. 

Electric Vehicle fires can produce hydrogen fluoride and other toxic gases. If you see smoke or gas, get out and call 911.

Electric Vehicle batteries involved in floods can short circuit causing shock and fires.
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
